Get into an L shape at a designated area.
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	2. School Circle

Students form a semi-circle sitting around the teacher.
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	3. Student Circle

Students form a complete circle, with personal space between each student.
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	4. Class Circle

You and the students form a circle.




	5. Group Space

Groups are equally spaced throughout area.
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	6. Self Space

Students get into self space in a designated area.
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	7. Shoulder to Shoulder

Students form two or more lines next to each other (side by side) with a specified distance between them.
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	8. Horizontal Lines

Groups form lines facing a particular direction.
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	9. Vertical Lines

Groups form lines facing a particular direction.
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
